Force Commander announces

Voluntary fund
for apartheid
viclims ?

P roposals for a voluntary
fund to aid victims of
South Africa’s racial policies
and a renewed call for total
economic sanctions against
South Africa are contained
in a report issued by the
Special U.N, Committee on
Apartheid. The report goes
to both to the Security Coun-
cil and the General As-
sembly.

The new report was intro-
duced by the Committee’s
chairman, Mr. Achkar Marof
of Guinea, at a press confe-
rence late last week at Unit-
ed Nations Headquarters in
New York.

Declaring that the situ-
ation in South Africa threa-
tened not only the African
continent, but the whole
world, Mr. Marof emphasi-
zed that economic sanctions
were the only remaining
peaceful means of getting
South Africa to change her
racial policies as repeatedly
called for by the U.N. But
the effectiveness of the
sanctions, he said, depended
on the full cooperation of
the major powers and those
States trading with South
Africa,

Security Council Meeting:

Renewed

call for

restraint in Cyprus

The United Nations Security Council last week renewed
its call for restraint on the part of all concerned in the
Cyprus situation. It unanimously approved a resolution to
this effect which was differently interpreted by Turkey and

Cyprus.

The Security Council’s ac-
tion on Cyprus followed a se-
ries of meetings at which Tur-
key and Cyprus accused each
other of creating new tension.

The new resolution, sponso-
red by the Council’s six non-
permanent members, called
upon all parties, in conformity
with a resolution approved in
March 1964, to avoid any ac-
tion likely to worsen the situa-
tion. It was introduced by Am-
bassador R. Ramani of Malay-
sia, who noted that it emerged
from several days of intensive
negotiations seeking a formula
which would steer a middle
course between the positions
taken by the parties. The re-
solution was wunanimously ap-
proved without debate.

At separate press conferen-
ces called on the following day,
in New York, Turkey and
Cyprus gave differing interp-
retations of the resolution.

Ambassador Orhan Eralp of

Turkey said it
represented a cle-
ar condemnation
of the actions of
the Greek-Cypri-
ot  Government

in changing the
electoral law of Cyprus so as
to eliminate constitutional
provisions for separate voting
majorities for the Turkish Cy-
priot and Greek Cypriot com-
munities.

Orhan Eralp

Ambassador
Zenon Rossides
of Cyprus said
the resolution,
in essence, reaf-
firmed the so-
vereign rights
of Cyprus and

represented a new call to Tur-
key mot to repeat its threats
of invasion or use of any force
against Cyprus.

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“Blue Berets’ headlines two
weeks ago called for more sa-
fety—more commonsense from

UN drivers. Now staff begin

to wonder .

When will they
ever learn?

he British have a saying — “It’s like talking to a brick

wall”, and that’s how the ‘Blue Beret’ staff are beginning
to feel about their road safety campaign. Despite repeated
warnings from people who KNOW that speed, allied to other
conditions, can be the greatest danger, UNFICYP drivers
blithely continue to ignore speed limits.

Two weeks ago we publi-
shed an interview with the UN-
FICYP Provost Marshal, Lie-
utenant Colonel J. A. Dowsett.
Defensive driving, he said, was
the keynote to safety. Defen-
sive driving does not mean do-
ing fifty ‘miles on hour in con-
ditions prevailing on roads ap-
proaching Nicosia or olher
towns.

Despite warnings about the
increasing number of speed
checks and areas where acci-
dents are most likely to occur
Force drivers don’t seem to ta-
ke any notice. Now the “Be-
ret” follows Col Dowsett's ex-
ample and pulls no punches.
Speed limits are put there to
be obeyed - for your satety
and for that of other road uS-
ers and pedestrians. To exceed
a speed limit is mot only dan-
gerous, it is criminal.

Yet another aspect is that
of impact on the local popu-
lation. Their impressions of
the Force are based on what
they see of it, and the sight
of Force vehicles racing thro-
ugh their towns and villages
does not create a good im-
pression.

During the past fortnight,
“Beret” staff have watched
roads in the Nicosia area, parti-
cularly those leading to and
from HQ UNFICYP. Results
of this scrutliny are appalling.
Not one driver in three keeps
to the speed limits — at least
three out of ten make no
pretence of doing so. This
applies to all contingents and
to the UN Field Service and
civilian staff.

Tnree-ton or similar vechi-
cles of all contingents invaria-
bly exceed maximum speed
limits, especially in open areas
such as the Kyrenia or Fama-
gusta roads. A three-ton ve-
hicle even one fitted with a
governer, will reach fifty mi-
les an hour. At that speed it
would be difficult to control
in an emergency.

The large number of civilian

vehicles on hire to the Force
provide temptation for drivers
whether regular drivers or of-
ficers on their own. It is bo-
ring to maintain 30 mph in a
car which will do 80 or 90,
but it is wrong and dange-
rous not to do so. In this re-
spect UN Field Service drivers
and locally employed civilian
drivers are as much to blame
as the 'military.

Landrovers and similar ve-
hicles are probably best of
the three groups studied, al-
though many drivers find it
easier to travel at 40 than at 30
mph in restricted areas. How-
ever, staff members have
heard drivers boast of having
reached 75 mph in this type of
vehicle. Vehicles in con-
stant use and covering a lot
of miles may develop minor
mechanical defects in running.
At 75 mph it’s a fine time to
discover that.

Remember, speéed can kill.
The limits were placed for
your safety and for that of
others — keep them. You
have far more time to react
in an emergency at 30 mph
than at 50.

Goldberg announcement to Special Committee

US will not press past

peace-heeping pavments
nor no-vole issue at UN.

T he United States declared on Monday that it would not
further insist that those Member States in arrears as g
result of non-payment of peace-keeping assessments be de-
prived of their votes in the United Nations General Assembly,

In making this announce-
ment to the 33-nation Special
Committee set up by the Ge-
neral Assembly to examine all
aspects of U.N. peace-keeping
operations, Ambassador Arthur
Goldberg said that the United
States in no way abandoned
its position that costs of such
peace-keeping operations as
those involved in the Congo
and the Middle East were of
a collective financial responsi-
bility to be shared as appor-
tioned by the Assembly. This
proposition, he added, had been
confirmed by the International
Court of Justice and accepted
by an overwhelming vote in
the Assembly.

The TUnited States, Ambas-
sador Goldberg said, had ‘“reg-
retfully”’ concluded, however,

US Ambassador
Arthur Goldberg

that at this stage in its his-
tory, the Assembly was mnot
prepared to carry out these
relevant provisions of the
Charter. He said his Govern-
ment regretted that the un-
willingness of a few Member
States to abide by the rule
of law had led the Organiza-
tion 10 its present crisis. But,
he said, the TUnited States
would not seek to frustrate
the consensus of its Members
at the cost of immobilizing the
General Assembly in these
troubled days.

At the same time, said Am-
bassador Goldberg, there could
be mo “double standard”. If
any Member State could in-
sist on making an exception
to its financial responsibili‘y
with respect to certain U.N.
activities, he declared, “the
United States reserves the
same option to make excep-
tions if, in our wview, strong
and compelling reasons exist
for doing so”.

The U.S. Ambassador

spoke in a meeting of the 3
nation Special Committee set
up by the General Assembly
to examine all aspects of U.N,
peace-keeping operations and
their financing — past, present
and future. The Committee
was set up following an im-
passe which led the Assembly
to refrain from voting on any
substantial issue before it r
cessed last February. This was
done to avoid confronaation on
the application of a Char!
provision which states tha;
Members more than two year
in arrears in their paymen
to the U.N. shall have no vote
in the Assembly. The Soviet
Union and France are among
the number of States listed
as being in arrears as a result
of non-payment of what the
World Court advised were ex-
penses to be apportioned by
the Assembly. ;
